1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Pro-Tem Hollingsworth called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Pro-Tem Hollingsworth led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
Mayor Pro-Tem Hollingsworth said Mr. Matt Gorges approached him and requested that the City publish a schedule for road maintenance with the areas needing it most being the first to be repaired.  Mr. Hollingsworth requested that the repaving of the streets be placed on the next agenda.

Councilman Hendrix said he thought the City had an agreement with the City of Harlingen for street sweeping services. Councilwoman Shreve said that the City of Harlingen did come out once with their street sweeper but we had better results from the workers from Loaves and Fishes. 
Mayor Pro-Tem Hollingsworth said that Ms. Janice Cassidy expressed her thanks to the Council for their support in her bid for the position on the Cameron County Appraisal District Board.

Councilman Faxon reviewed status of the Sound Barrier Wall project.

Becky Grayson said that Ms. Felicia VanCise has requested to meet with the Council members this coming Saturday for pictures for the website. The time was scheduled for 8 a.m. at City Hall. Councilman Cutney requested that an agenda item be placed on the next agenda for the website.

It also includes dirt fill to level the land and grade fill.
