1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
Councilman Cutney requested that recording the meetings be placed on the next agenda for a vote.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 2/22/10 Regular Meeting 
A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 2/22/10 Regular Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Faxon requested the following change:

5) AUDIT FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2009

Mr. Quentin Anderson, Long Chilton, LLP presented the audit (copy attached) for Fiscal Year 
ending September 30, 2009 to the Council for review.

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion to accept the audit and was seconded by 
Councilman Cutney.

6) STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAM


A copy of An Interlocal Agreement between Texas A&M University – Kingsville and the City of 
Palm Valley for preparation of a Stormwater Permit Application and Stormwater Plan and a copy 
for Representative Appointment to Regional Task Force (copies attached) were given to the 
Council for review.

Mr. Omar Rios, TAMKU representative explained that this is a five-year plan and the annual fee 
will be approximately $7,000.

8) PROPOSAL FROM PROFESSIONAL SERVICE INDUSTRIES, INC (PSI) FOR YEARLY TESTING SERVICES (COST ALREADY INCLUDED IN BUDGET)

A copy of a proposal (copy attached) from PSI for yearly testing services was given to the 
Council for review.

9) REQUEST FROM HARLINGEN COUNTRY CLUB TO PARTICIPATE IN COST OF AN ENVIRONMENTAL STUDY FOR THE GAS TANK AREA AT THE SEWER PLANT/MAINTENANCE BARN

A letter from the Harlingen Country Club (copy attached) requesting participation from the City 
in the cost of an environmental study for the gas tank area at the sewer plant/maintenance barn 
area was given to the Council for review.

Councilman Cutney made the motion not to participate in the cost and was seconded by 
Councilman Hollingsworth.

10) REVISED INVOICE FROM DRAINAGE DISTRICT NO. 5

A revised invoice from Drainage District No. 5 for the work done on the ditch under Palm Valley 
Drive South was given to the Council for review. The original estimate was $60,000 and the final 
total for the work is $65,447.50 to be paid over a five year period.

Councilman Faxon made the motion for approval and was seconded by Councilwoman Shreve.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
11) REQUEST FROM THE CITY OF HARLINGEN FOR THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY TO INSTALL A BACK-FLOW PREVENTOR AT THE TWO MAIN METERS


A letter from the City of Harlingen (copy attached) requesting that back-flow preventors be 
placed on the two main meters for the City was given to the Council for review. Two cost 
estimates (copies attached) were also given to the Council for review.


Councilman Faxon made the motion for approval, the cost not to exceed $20,000, to place back-
flow preventors at the two main water meters for the City. Councilman Cutney seconded the 
motion.



Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.

Councilman Cutney made the motion to table this item until the next meeting. Councilman Faxon 
seconded the motion.

13) STREET REPAIRS

Pictures of needed street and curb repairs (copies attached) were given to the Council for review. 
An estimate (copy attached) for repair of the street and curb repairs for $21,500 from A&M 
Trucking was also given to the Council for review. 

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion to repair all broken curbs and any road hazards that 
Rosendo Flores determines needs to be repaired not to exceed $20,000. Councilman Cutney 
seconded the motion.
