1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 10/25/10 Regular Meeting

A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 10/25/10 Regular Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Hosea made the motion for approval of the minutes and was seconded by Councilman Hendrix.


Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
5) WATER PRESSURE

A copy of a letter (copy attached) from the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) 
concerning a violation for the compliant investigation for failure to maintain a minimum pressure of 35 psi 
at all points within the distribution system was given to the Council for review.

Mr. David Flinn, Ferris and Flinn, LLC reviewed various solutions to the water pressure problems but said 
he would need time to put together a comprehensive plan. He said a letter needs to be sent to TCEQ 
explaining what measures the City has already taken, such as removal of the double check valves at each of 
the new backflow devices, and what additional steps the City is going to take to correct the pressure 
problems.

Councilman Hosea made a motion to TCEQ requesting a two month extension to give Mr. Flinn time to do 
the comprehensive plan. The motion was seconded by Councilman Hendrix. 



Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.

6) RENTAL OF CITY HALL OFFICES


Councilman Hollingsworth said he asked for this item to be placed on the agenda. He said he would like for 
the City to attempt to rent the open office spaces. City Attorney, William Wepfer, asked Becky Grayson to 
contact the Texas Municipal League concerning liability insurances requirements for the tenants.


Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion for the City to rent the available space and for the Mayor to 
determine the cost and terms. Councilwoman Lieberenz seconded the motion.



Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
