1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments at this time.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 6/28/10 Regular Meeting 
A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 6/28/10 Regular Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion for approval of the minutes and was seconded by Councilman Faxon.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
5) PRESENTATION FROM MR. JAMIE LOPEZ, DISTRICT MANAGER, WASTE MANAGEMENT

Mr. Jamie Lopez, District Manager, Waste Management, spoke to the Council concerning the 
services and costs of services from Waste Management. 

Councilman Faxon said that he has seen an increase from Waste Management almost every year. 
Councilman Hollingsworth asked Mr. Lopez to go back and look at the numbers and to please 
submit a letter explaining the costs and reasons for the increases. Councilwoman Lieberenz asked 
Mr. Lopez to check into a once a month bulk pickup for the City.

6) FINAL APPROVAL OF SOUND BARRIER WALL PROJECT


A Certificate of Completion (copy attached) for the Sound Barrier Wall Project was given to the 
Council for review.

Councilman Faxon made the motion for approval and was seconded by Councilman 
Hollingsworth.

7) QUOTE FROM RAIN FOREST NURSERY FOR PLANTING AND BEAUTIFICATION OF DRAINAGE DITCH BETWEEN PALM VALLEY DRIVE WEST AND STUART PLACE ROAD

Councilman Hosea said he has looked over the proposal and he feels that by cutting the proposal 
down to approximately $10,000 the City would still make the drainage ditch a very nice place.

Councilman Hosea made the motion to allocate up to $10,000. The motion died for lack of a 
second.

8) FENCE PROJECT ON WILSON ROAD

A proposal from Hurricane Fence Company (copy attached) was given to the Council for review. 
The proposal included several options for the type of fence to be built.

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion for approval of option #3 for the treated pine 
attaching to the existing columns and was seconded by Councilman Hosea.
