1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
Mr. Geane Gill spoke to the Council about Deed Restrictions and the Home Owners Associations in Palm Valley.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 9/27/10 Regular Meeting

A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 9/27/10 Regular Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Faxon had the following change:

Councilman Faxon requested weekly reports from Chief Garcia.
Councilman Faxon made the motion for approval of the minutes, as changed, and was seconded by Councilman Hendrix.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
5) WATER PRESSURE

Rosendo Flores reviewed the water pressure problems the City has been experiencing. He reported that the 
pressure has been better since removing the check valve on Tangerine. The City of Harlingen will be 
removing the check valve on Fiesta Drive this coming week. 


Councilman Faxon requested a copy of the code that required the back flow device for the Harlingen 
Country Club and for sprinkler systems in Palm Valley.
6) FIRE SERVICES FEES

Mayor Hall reviewed the Fire Services Costs comparison (copy attached) for Palm Valley, Primera, 
Combes and Harlingen.   
7) USE OF CITY BACKHOE BY THE HARLINGEN COUNTRY CLUB

A letter (copy attached) from Mr. Tom Bloemendaal, General Manager, Harlingen Country Club was given 
to the Council for review.


Becky Grayson said that she spoke with Texas Municipal League concerning the use of the backhoe by the 
Harlingen Country Club. The City would need to charge a rental rate and the Country Club would have to 
carry insurance coverage for the backhoe and operator.

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion to deny the request from the Harlingen Country Club.


The motion died for a lack of a second.


There was no further action on this item.
8) OPEN HOUSE FOR CITY HALL


Mayor Hall said he would like to have an Open House during the next City Council meeting. Councilman 
Hosea said he would like to see pictures of the facilities available put on the website.


Councilman Faxon said he would like to have the renovation and discussion of the available space in the 
next newsletter. 

9) DECLARING SANTA ROSA 20 ACRES AS SURPLUS AND SETTING A PRICE


Mayor Hall explained that the 20 acres previously used for sludge dumping has been cleared to sell. He said 
he visited the site and the land sits in a very low spot and accumulates water during rainfalls.

There was no action taken at this time.

10) SICK LEAVE DONATION BETWEEN EMPLOYEES


Becky Grayson explained that one of the police officers recently underwent open heart surgery and he was 
out of sick leave. The employees would like to be able to donate sick leave to another employee in cases 
like this.


Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion for approval for the employees to donate up to 40 hours with 
the Mayor’s approval. Councilwoman Lieberenz seconded the motion.



Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
