1) CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
None
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF JUNE 25, 2012

Councilman Hendrix made a motion to approve the minutes.  Councilwoman Wright seconded the motion.



Mayor Hall took the votes and the motion carried unanimously.
5) ORDINANCE ADOPTED AMENDING THE CITY’S INVESTMENT POLICY PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED AS ORDINANCE NO. 2003-5

Mayor Hall explained that he was recommending some revisions as a result of the Public Funds Investment 
Act training seminar he attended in August.  Overall, the investment policy looks good and the changes he 
is proposing are due to slight changes in the law.

Councilman Anzaldua asked if anyone else reviews our policy.  Mayor Hall replied that the way the 
policy is written it allows for City funds to be invested in CDs.  When CDs expire, the City Secretary 
shops around for the best interest rate.  The City Secretary commented that the rates are extremely 


low for CDs.

Councilman Werley commented on money markets funds and Mayor Hall stated that the policy allows the 
City to invest in these also.

At this time, Councilman Werley, referring to the minutes, stated that he was not present at the meeting 
and Page 3 shows him as seconding a motion.  The City Secretary will make this correction.


Councilman Hendrix made a motion to adopt the ordinance amending the City’s investment policy with the 
revisions as shown on the policy. 

Councilman Werley seconded the motion.



Mayor Hall took the votes and the motion carried unanimously by those present.

6) ORDINANCE ADOPTED AMENDING THE CITY’S (AND WATER’S) OPERATING BUDGETS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2011-12

Mayor Hall explained that this is a recommendation that has come from the City’s auditors.  The budget 



should be amended as changes occur throughout the fiscal year and must be done before the end of the 
fiscal year.

Mayor Hall stated that in summary there was more revenue than budgeted in the City’s budget and we 
ended up with $34,277 to the good.


In the Water Department there was $41,000 more in income and he explained that the deviations as shown 
on the amendments were due to capital improvements that were done throughout the year.  He further 
commented that all capital improvements are completed.   



Councilman Werley made a motion to adopt the ordinance approving the budget amendments as proposed.  
Councilman Anzaldua seconded the motion.


Mayor Hall took the votes and the motions carried unanimously.

7) FIRE SERVICES CONTRACT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2012-13 BETWEEN THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY AND THE CITY OF HARLINGEN APPROVED

Mayor Hall explained that this is an annual contract.  There is a slight increase of $925.50 for this fiscal 
year’s contract.  It was pointed out that there were only four (4) calls during the year.

Minor discussion followed on the cost for EMS services are assessed.  Mayor Hall noted that the City is 
getting EMS services at no cost for five years.  

Councilman Widger made a motion to approve the fire services contract with the City of Harlingen. 


Councilman Hendrix seconded the motion.



Mayor Hall took the votes and the motions carried unanimously.

a. Police Report – AUGUST 2012 – Chief Garcia went over the police report for August 2012 and informed the Council that the number of thefts has decreased tremendously.  He noted that the County had made some arrests and that might have attributed to the decrease if any of the suspects were involved with the Palm Valley crimes.  Some of the property was recovered but none matched any of the missing properties reported by Palm Valley.



Councilman Widger asked about Item No. 7 on the citations list.  Chief Garcia will look into this 


one and report back to Councilman Widger. 
b. Municipal Court Report – AUGUST 2012 – No discussion.


Councilman Hendrix made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Councilman Anzaldua seconded the 
motion.
