CALL TO ORDER


Mayor Cutney called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

MINUTES APPROVED: JOINT MEETING OF JUNE 12,, 2014 WITH BUILDING AND PERMIT COMMITTEE AND MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF JUNE 17, 2014 

Councilman Widger made a motion to approve both sets of minutes as presented.  Councilwoman Wolf seconded the motion.



Mayor Cutney took the votes and the motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE ADOPTED ENACTING A CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY REVISING, AMENDING, RESTATING, CODIFYING AND COMPILING CERTAIN EXISTING GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY DEALING WITH SUBJECTS EMBRACED IN SUCH CODE OF ORDINANCES

Ms. Trevino, City Secretary, explained that the new Code Book is up to date with the most recently adopted ordinances that require codification through January 2014.  As the Council adopts more ordinances that would require inclusion in the Code Book, they will be sent to American Legal Publishing and they will prepare supplements to the Code Book.  It is the intent that the Code Book will always be up to date.  The Code of Ordinances will also be posted on the City’s website.  The proposed ordinance is for the purpose of official adoption of the Code Book of Ordinances of the City of Palm Valley.
Councilwoman Martin made a motion to adopt the ordinance as presented.

Councilman Jones seconded the motion.



Mayor Cutney took the votes and the motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE ADOPTED APPROVING A NEGOTIATED RESOLUTOIN BETWEEN THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY AND TEXAS GAS SERVICE (“TGS” OR “THE COMPANY”) REGARDING THE COMPANY’S MAY 1, 2014 COST OF SERVICE ADJUSTMENT (“COSA”) FILING AND OTHER PROVISIONS AS OUTLINED IN THE ORDINANCE

Mayor Cutney explained that previously the Texas Gas Service filed its tariffs and this resolution reflects what the negotiated adjustment will be.

Councilwoman Wright made a motion to approve the resolution as presented.

Councilman Jones seconded the motion.



Mayor Cutney took the votes and the motion carried unanimously.

CITY’S PARTICIPATION IN THE 4TH OF JULY PARADE FOR 2015 APPROVED

Mayor Cutney commented that this was the first year he had participated in the parade and he felt that the City should participate to some extent in next’s year parade and that money should be budgeted appropriately to provide hot dogs/hamburgers and drinks.

Councilman Widger added that this would make it more of a community event.

Councilman Jones made a motion to allocate funds not to exceed $500 for the City’s participation in next year’s 4th of July parade.

Councilwoman Martin seconded the motion.



Mayor Cutney took the votes and the motion carried unanimously.

ACCEPTING PAYMENTS VIA CREDIT CARD APPROVED
Mayor Cutney explained that the City would be charging a 4% convenience fee on every transaction.  This fee would cover not only the transaction but any upfront costs.  He indicated that payments could be accepted over the telephone as well and Discover, MasterCard, VISA and American Express would be the credit cards that will be accepted as well as debit cards.

Councilman Widger made a motion to authorize the acceptance of credit cards payments.

Councilwoman Wright seconded the motion.
